Paula would like to see the extension of this agreement in effect until January instead of Dec. 27
because if we had three readings at regular Council meetings, the legislation wouldn’t be
effective until mid-January. Michele suggested that we have a special council meeting sometime
in between the October and November regular meetings so the transfer agreement could be the
only thing on the agenda to allow for ample public comment; the third reading could then be at



the November 19 meeting, making the legislation effective Dec. 19 if approved. Scott said we
should wait and see how the first reading goes in October before we decided whether to do that.
Dave Sluka said Council must really do their homework, reading the agreement carefully, and
preparing questions. '
